Sec. 1-1 How Code Designated and Cited."

a. Theordinancesembraced in the following chapters, articles, divisions, and sections shall
constitute and be designated the “Greencastle City Code ,” and may be so cited.

b. The Greencastle City Code may also be cited as the City Code, the Code, or this Code.
It is composed of the following chapters, articles, divisions, and sections.

Sec. 1-2 Official Text of the Code; Included and Excluded Provisions.

a. The following as they appear in this Code, as originally adopted or changed by
amendment, are part of the official text of the Code and may be altered only be specific amendment:

1. The text of all sections, including charts, tables, figures, and maps.
2. The numbers assigned to titles, chapters, and sections.

3. The descriptive headings for all titles.

b. All other provisions that are included in this Code or have been added to facilitate

the use of the Code, including, but not limited to:

1. the table of contents for the Code and for each title;

2. the descriptive headings for all chapters and sections;

3. any bracketed or parenthetical credit, source, or history lines;

4. any bracketed internal citations;

5. any cross-reference tables not included within any section; and

6. any index;

are not part of the official text of the Code, are not intended to affect the meaning, application, or
construction of a chapter or section, and may be changed by a publisher, compiler, or editor of the
Code, at the direction of and with the approval of the Common Council. (1986 City of Greencastle
Code, § 100-30)

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8§ 1-3 GENERAL PROVISIONS 8

Sec. 1-3 Definitions of General Application.?

As used in this Code or in any ordinance, resolution, rule, or regulation of the City of
Greencastle unless:

a. the definition of a word, phrase, or abbreviation is plainly repugnant to the intent of the
adopting body or of the context in which the word, phrase, or abbreviation is used; or

b. another definition for the same or similar word, phrase, or abbreviation is provided and
applies to the specific title, chapter, or section of this Code or the ordinance, resolution, rule, or
regulation in which the word, phrase, or abbreviation is used:

Act means a statute. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Agency means any agency, authority, board, bureau, commission, committee,
department, division, institution, or other similar unit created or established by law. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

And/Or mean that either conjunction “and” or “or” and shall include the other as if
written “and/or”.

Board or "the board” or "such board” shall mean the Board of Public Works and Safety.

C.F.R. means the Code of Federal Regulations. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

City, including references to "the city”, "this city”, and "city” when used as an adjective,
whether or not capitalized, means the City of Greencastle, Indiana. (1986 City of Greencastle Code,
§ 101-5)

Clerk-Treasurer shall mean the Clerk and Fiscal Officer of the City of Greencastle, a
third class city.*

Code shall mean the Greencastle City Code, this Code, or the Code.

Common Council, Council shall mean the Common Council of the City of Greencastle.

Computation of Time means the time within which any act provided by law is to be
done, excluding the first day and including the last. If the last day is Sunday it shall be excluded.

1.C. 88 36-1-2-1 through 36-1-24, set forth the definitions of general applicability.
I.C. § 36-4-9-5, addresses the establishment of a Board of Public Works and Safety.
I.C. 8 36-4-1-1, sets forth the classification of Indiana cities.
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Corporate limits or City limits mean the legal boundaries of the City of Greencastle, except
as otherwise provided by law.

Council means the City Council or Common Council of the City of Greencastle, Indiana.

County, including references to "the county”, "this county”, and "county” when used as
an adjective, whether or not capitalized, means Putnam County, Indiana, unless the context indicates
otherwise. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Delegation of authority means that whenever a provision appears requiring the head of
a department or some other city officer to do some act or perform some duty, it shall be construed
to authorize the head of the department or other officer to designate, delegate and authorize
subordinates to perform the required act or perform the duty unless the terms of the provision or
section specify otherwise.

E.O. means executive order. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Et Seq. is the Latin phrase meaning “and the following”.

Federal means of or relating to the United States. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-
5)

Gender means the word importing the masculine gender only shall extend and be applied
to females and to firms, partnerships and corporations as well as to males.

Greencastle or City of Greencastle mean the City of Greencastle, Indiana, and includes:
1. the incorporated third-class city of that name;
2. the area within the legal boundaries of that city; and

3. the government, including officers and agencies, of that city. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Greencastle Township means:

1. the township of that name within Putnam County, Indiana;
2. the area within the legal boundaries of that township; and
3. the government, including officers and agencies of that township. (1986 City

of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Highway means the entire width between the boundary lines of every way
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publicly maintained when any part thereof is open to the use of the public for purposes of
vehicular travel and includes but is not limited to roads, streets, alleys, and bridges. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

LA.C. means the Indiana Administrative Code. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, §
101-5)

I1.C., shall refer to state law found in the Indiana Code.

Indiana means the State of Indiana and includes:

1. the state of that name;
2. the area within the legal boundaries of that state; and
3. the government, including officers and agencies, of that state. (1986 City of

Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Joint authority - All words giving joint authority to three (3) or more persons or
officers shall be construed as giving such authority to a majority of such persons or officers.

Law refers to the law governing the State of Indiana and the City of Greencastle as
declared in Indiana Code, § 1-1-2-1, and includes, but is not limited to, the Indiana Constitution,
state statutes, and ordinances of the City of Greencastle. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-
5)

May is permissive.

Mayor means the Mayor of the City of Greencastle. (1986 City of Greencastle Code,
§ 101-5)

Month means a calendar month, unless otherwise expressed.

Municipal corporation means a county, city, town, township, school corporation,
library district, local housing authority, fire protection district, public transportation corporation,
local building authority, local hospital authority or corporation, local airport authority, special
service district, or other separate local governmental entity that may sue and be sued, but does not
include a special taxing district as defined in Indiana Code, § 36-1-2-18. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Municipality means a city or town. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Must and Shall are each mandatory.

Nontechnical and technical words mean words and phrases that shall be construed
according to the common and approved usage of the language, but technical words and phrases

and such others as may have acquired a peculiar and appropriate meaning in law shall be
construed and understood according to such meaning.
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Number means a word importing the singular number only shall extend and be
applied to several persons and things as well as to one person and thing, and a word importing the
plural shall extend to the singular.

Oath includes an affirmation in all cases in which, by law, an affirmation may be
substituted for an oath, and in such cases the words “swear” and “sworn” shall be equivalent to
the words “affirm” and “affirmed.”

Officer means a person or body that is appointed to office by the City Executive to
discharge a public duty. ®

Ordinance means a law adopted by a municipal corporation. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Owner, applied to a building or land, includes any part owner, joint owner, tenant in
common, joint tenant, tenant by the entirety, of the whole or of a part of such building or land.

Person means an individual, firm, corporation, association, fiduciary, or governmental
entity, including, but not limited to, the United States, a state, or a municipal corporation. (1986
City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Personal property includes every species of property except real property, as herein
described.

Preceding and following mean next before and next after, respectively.
Property includes real and personal property.
Public law means a statute. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Public place means any street or highway, sidewalk, park, cemetery, school yard or
open space adjacent thereto and any lake or stream.

Putnam County or County of Putnam means Putnam County, Indiana, and includes:

1. the political subdivision of the State of Indiana specified in Indiana Code,
§ 36-2-1-1-1(67);

2. the area within the legal boundaries of that political subdivision; and

c) the government, including officers and agencies, of that political subdivision.
(1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

s 1.C., 8 36—4—-9—-8, addresses officers in third class cities.
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Quorum means a majority of the members of a board, commission or committee holding
office, unless otherwise specifically provided in this Code.

Real property includes lands, tenements and hereditaments.

Reasonable time, reasonable notice. In all cases where any provision shall require any
act to be done in a “reasonable time” or “reasonable notice” to be given to any person, such
reasonable time or notice shall be deemed to mean such time only as may be necessary in the prompt
execution of such duty or compliance with such notice.

Regulation means a rule. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Resolution means a law or an official statement of policy or sentiment adopted by a
municipal corporation. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Road means a highway. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Rule means the whole or any part of a statement by an officer or agency of the United
States, a state, or a municipal corporation that:

1. has or is designed to have the effect of law; and
2. implements, interprets, or prescribes:
a. law or policy; or
b. the organization, procedure, or practice requirements of the officer or

agency. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)
Shall is mandatory.

Sidewalk means that portion of a street between the curbline and the adjacent property
line intended for the use of pedestrians.

Signature or subscription includes a mark when the person cannot write.
State, including references to "the state”, "this state”, and "state” when used as an adjective,
whether or not capitalized, means Indiana, unless in the context in which the word is used it is intended
to refer to one of the United States. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, 8 101-5)

Statute means a law enacted by a state legislative body or the United States Congress.
(1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

Street includes streets, highways, avenues, lanes, alleys, courts, places, squares, curbs or
other public ways in the City which have been or may hereafter be dedicated and open
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to public use, or such other public property so designated in any law of this state.

Substantial property interest shall mean any right in real property that may be
affected in a substantial way by actions authorized by Planning and Development laws of the
State of Indiana, including a fee interest, a life estate, a future interest, a present possessory
interest, or an equitable interest of a contract purchaser.®

Tenant or occupant, applied to a building or land, includes any person who occupies
the whole or a part of such building or land, either alone or with others.

Township, including references to "the township”, "this township”, and "township”
when used as an adjective, whether or not capitalized, means Greencastle Township of Putnam
County, Indiana, unless the context indicates otherwise. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

United States means the United States of America, and includes:

1. the legal entity by that name;

2. the area within the legal boundaries of that entity, including its districts and
territories; and

3. the government, including officers and agencies, of that entity. (1986 City
of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)

University means DePauw University. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 101-5)
U.S.C. means the United States Code. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, 8 101-5)

Written includes printed, typewritten, mimeographed, multigraphed, faxed, or
otherwise reproduced in permanent visible form.

Year means a calendar year, unless otherwise expressed. (1986 City of Greencastle
Code, § 101-5)

Sec. 1-4 Code Application.

This Code shall refer only to the omission or commission of acts within the territorial
limits of the City of Greencastle and to that territory outside this City over which the City has
jurisdiction or control by virtue of any constitutional provision, law or otherwise lawful contract
or intergovernmental agreement.

1.C. § 36-7-9-2, of the State’s Planning and Development Chapter defines “substantial property interest”.
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Sec. 1-5 Catchlines and Interpretations of Each Component Part of the Code.

a. Thebold lettered headings of the several sections of this Code are intended as mere catchlines
to indicate the content of the section.

b. Each Chapter iscompromised of Articles which address subject matter classifications within
the chapter. Articles may then be divided into Divisions which further define the particular topics.

c. Each Section of this Code shall be numbered consecutively by chapter. The number shall
consist of two (2) component parts separated by a dash, the figure before the dash referring to the
chapter number and the figure after the dash referring to the position of the section within the chapter.

d. The decimal system shall be used for all additions or amendments to this Code. When a
chapter or section is to be added, the new chapter or section shall be given a decimal character.

e. Each section which ends with parentheses include historical citations to either the original
ordinance or resolution, its original section , and date or adoption of passage; or to the applicable
section of the 1986 City of Greencastle Code from which the section was derived. Such information
IS a restatement or reenactment of material property adopted, and each such section shall be deemed
reordained by the passage and adoption of this Code.

Sec. 1-6 Material Incorporated By Reference.’

Two (2) copies of all material incorporated by reference into this Code are on file and shall be
kept on file for public inspection in the office of the City Clerk-Treasurer.

Sec. 1-7 Rules of Construction.

a. This Code and all ordinances, resolutions, rules, and regulations adopted by an officer or
agency of the City of Greencastle shall be liberally construed and shall not be limited by any rules
of strict construction.

b. This Code and all ordinances, resolutions, rules, and regulations adopted by an officer or
agency of the City of Greencastle shall be construed by the following rules, unless the construction
is plainly repugnant to the intent of the adopting officer or agency or of the context of the Code,
ordinance, resolution, rule, or regulation:

1. Words and phrases not specifically defined shall be taken in their plain or ordinary and
usual sense; however, technical words and phrases having a peculiar and appropriate meaning in law
shall be understood according to their technical import.

1.C., § 3-1-5-4, requires that two (2) copies of material incorporated by reference by kept on file in the Office of the Clerk-Treasurer for public inspection.

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2. The singular includes the plural, and the plural includes the singular.
3. Words of one (1) gender include the other gender.
4. Words in the present tense include the other gender.

5. Words importing joint authority to three (3) or more persons shall be construed as
authority to a majority of such persons, unless otherwise declared in the law giving such authority.

6. The words "preceding” and "following” shall be understood as meaning the provision
section, chapter, or title next preceding or next following that section or provision in which such
words occur, unless some other provisions, section, chapter, or title is designated.

7. Thewords "writing”, "in writing”, and "written” include printing, lithographing, or other
mode of representing words and letters; however, in all cases where the written signature of any
person is required, the proper handwriting of such person or his mark shall be intended.

8. The words "shall” and "shall not” are mandatory; "shall” creates a duty to act and "shall
not” creates a duty not to act.

9. Whenever an officer or agency is designated by name and the name is stated incorrectly,
the named officer or agency shall be construed to mean the proper or correct officer or agency.

10. Whenever upon or after the effective date of any provision of this Code or an ordinance,
resolution, rule, or regulation the rights, powers, duties, or liabilities of an officer or agency are
transferred to a different officer or agency, the named officer or agency shall be construed to mean
the officer or agency to which the rights, powers, duties, or liabilities have been transferred.

11. Whenever the title of an officer or agency commonly associated with a city or city
government is used, the title shall be considered to be preceded by the word "Greencastle”.

12. Whenever the title of an officer or agency commonly associated with a county or county
government is used, the title shall be considered to be preceded by the word "Putnam County”.

13. A reference by citation to any provision of the Indiana Code and the Acts and Public
Laws of the General Assembly, the Indiana Administrative Code and the rules and regulations of
state officers and agencies, the Greencastle City Code and the ordinances and resolutions of the City
of Greencastle, and the rules and regulations of the officers and agencies of the City of Greencastle
shall be construed to include any later amendments to that provision, any replacement or superseding
provisions, and any codification or recodification of that provision, unless otherwise provided.

14. If a conflict exists between provisions of ordinances or resolutions that have been

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repealed and restated in this Code, to resolve the conflict, the dates of adoption of the conflicting
provisions may be considered along with other appropriate aids to statutory construction, but the
order in which the corresponding provisions appear in this Code may not be considered.

15. When an ordinance, resolution, rule, or regulation requires an act to be done that by law
an agent or deputy as well as the principal may do, the requirement shall be satisfied by the
performance of the act by an authorized agent or deputy.

16. When a person is required to be disinterested or indifferent in acting on any question or
matter affecting other parties, consanguinity or affinity within the sixth degree , inclusive, by the civil
rules or within the degree of second cousin, inclusive, shall be deemed to disqualify such person from
acting, except by consent of the parties. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 102-5)

Sec. 1-8 Effective Date and Time of Ordinances and Resolutions.®

a. If an ordinance or resolution is to take effect upon passage or adoption, it is effective on the
date and time of adoption recorded upon the ordinance or resolution by the presiding officer or clerk
of the adopting body; however, if the time is not recorded, the ordinance or resolution is effective at
11:59 p.m. on the date of adoption.

b. If an ordinance or resolution is to take effect on a date after the date of passage or adoption,
it is effective on the sate and time specified in the ordinance or resolution; however, if the time is not
specified, the ordinance or resolution is effective at 12:01 a.m. on the date specified.

c. If the date on which an ordinance or resolution is to take effect is not specified in the
ordinance or resolution, it is effective upon passage or adoption.

d. Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, if an ordinance specifies a penalty or
forfeiture for its violation, it is effective:

1. on the date or date and time specified in the ordinance; or

2. at12:01a.m. on the day following the final publication of the ordinance according to the
procedure required by the Indiana Code;

whichever is later. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 102-10)
Sec. 1-9 Repeal of Prior Ordinances; Exclusions.

a. All general and permanent ordinances and resolutions of the City of Greencastle that were
adopted before the effective date of this Code and are not restated in this Code are repealed.

I.C., § 36-4-6-14, addresses requirements for ordinances and resolutions.

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b. All general and permanent ordinances and resolutions of the City of Greencastle that were
adopted before the effective date of this Code and are restated in this Code are repealed, but are
replaced by the restated provisions in this Code, and the operation of the repealed and restated
ordinances and resolutions is intended to be continuous.

c. All rules and regulations adopted pursuant to ordinances and resolutions repealed and
restated in this Code and in force on the effective date of this Code shall be treated as if they were
adopted under the corresponding provisions of this Code.

d. Notwithstanding Subsection 'a’, all ordinances and resolutions of temporary duration, not
of a general nature, or concerning the following subjects are not repealed upon the adoption of
this Code, unless such ordinances or resolutions have been restated in this Code:

1. Finances, including, but not limited to, budgets, appropriations, revenues, salaries,
bonds, indebtednesses, payments of money, taxes, special funds, grants, and service charges or
user fees.

2. Land transactions involving the City of Greencastle.

3. Public improvements.

4. Number, classification, and compensation of City personnel.

5. Vacation and acceptance of streets and highways.

6. Contracts, agreements, and leases involving the City of Greencastle.

7. Extension or contraction of the corporate boundaries of the City.

8. Annexation or disannexation of tracts, divisions, or areas of land.

9. Rezoning of specific tracts, divisions, or areas of land.

10. Rights, benefits, privileges, or immunities granted by or to the City of Greencastle.

11. Joint or cooperative arrangements or relationships involving the City of Greencastle.

12. Official statements of policy or sentiment. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 100-15)
Sec. 1-10 Effect of Repeal.

a. Whenever a provision of this Code, an ordinance, or a resolution that repealed a former

Code provision, ordinance, or resolution is itself repealed, the former Code provision, ordinance,
or resolution shall not thereby be revived, unless it is expressly provided.

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b. The repeal of a provision of this Code, an ordinance, or a resolution shall not have the
effect of releasing or extinguishing any penalty, forfeiture, or liability incurred under such Code
provision, ordinance, or resolution, unless the repealing ordinance or resolution so expressly
provides, and the repealed Code provision, ordinance, or resolution shall be treated as still
remaining in force for the purpose of sustaining any proper action or prosecution for the
enforcement of such penalty, forfeiture, or liability. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 102-20)

Sec. 1-11 Continuation of Actions under Prior Ordinances.

a. This Code does not affect rights, privileges, or liabilities accrued, remedies provided,
duties imposed, penalties incurred, or proceedings begun before the effective date of this Code.
Punishments, penalties, or forfeitures may be imposed and enforced as if this Code had not been
adopted.

b. All actions, proceedings, and prosecutions for causes arising or acts committed before the
effective date of this Code may be commenced and prosecuted as if this Code had not been
adopted.

c. The running of any period of limitation or any requirement of notice contained in the
provisions of ordinances and resolutions repealed by this Code are not affected by the adoption of
this Code. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 100-20)

Sec. 1-12 Effect of Inclusion of Invalid Provisions.

Notwithstanding the inclusion in this Code of provisions declared impliedly repealed,
unconstitutional, or otherwise invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, those provisions have
only such force and effect as they had before the adoption of this Code. (1986 City of Greencastle
Code, § 100-25)

Sec. 1-13 Unauthorized Alterations or Tampering with Code.

a. It shall be unlawful for any person in the City to change or amend, by additions or
deletions, any part or portion of this Code, or to insert or delete pages, or portions thereof, or to
alter or tamper with such Code in any manner whatsoever which will cause the law of the City to
be misrepresented thereby.

b. This section shall not prohibit the Clerk-Treasurer or any members of the Clerk-
Treasurer's staff from updating the Greencastle City Code by removing amended pages and
substituting new pages as part of the regular supplementation of the Code.

Sec. 1-14 Acts by Agents.
When an act is required by an ordinance, the same being such that it may be done as well by

an agent as by the principal, such requirement shall be constructed to include all such acts
performed by an authorized agent.

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Sec. 1-15 Prohibited Acts Include Causing and Permitting.

Whenever in the ordinances of the City, any act or omission is made unlawful, it shall include
causing, allowing, permitting, abiding, abetting, suffering, or concealing the fact of such act or
omission.

Sec. 1-16 Computation of Time.

Except when otherwise provided, the time within which an act is required to be done shall be
computed by excluding the first day and including the last day, unless the last day is Sunday or a
holiday, in which case it shall also be excluded.

Sec. 1-17 Non-Code Ordinances.

All ordinances of a temporary or special nature and all other ordinances pertaining to subjects
not enumerated and embraced in this Code of ordinances, shall remain in full force and effect
unless herein repealed expressly or by necessary implication.

Sec. 1-18 General Penalties. °

a. Any person violating any of the provisions or failing to comply with any of the mandatory
requirements of the ordinances of the City of Greencastle, Indiana, shall be guilty of an offense.

b. Except in cases where different punishment is prescribed by any ordinance of the city, any
person convicted of an offense shall be punished by a fine of not more than two thousand five
hundred dollars ($2,500.00). *°

c. A separate offense shall be deemed committed on each day that a violation occurs or
continues.

d. The fine assessed for the violation of any ordinance requiring a license may be a sum
equal to twice the amount required by the ordinance to be paid for such license, unless otherwise
provided.

e. Inaddition to the penalties hereinabove provided, any condition caused or permitted to
exist in violation of any of the provisions of such Code shall be deemed a public nuisance and
may be abated as provided by law and each day such condition shall continue to be regarded as a
new and separate offense.'

I.C. § 9-4-1-127.1, addresses Class C infractions; also see I.C., § 34-4-32-4.
I.C. § 36-1-3-8, addresses the maximum ordinances violation amounts.
1.C., § 3-1-6-2, addresses ordinance violations affecting real property and the City taking expenses of compliance as a lien against the property.

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f. The City may bring a civil action to enjoin any person from:
1. Violating any ordinance regulation or prohibiting a condition or use of property; or

2. Engaging in conduct without a license if any ordinance requires a license to engage in
the conduct.

g. The Court may suspend all or any part of a penalty imposed for an ordinance violation and
may require as a condition of such suspension that the defendant shall perform uncompensated
work that benefits the community.

h. Any person adjudged guilty of violating any provision of this Code may also be adjudged
to pay the costs of prosecution. *3

Sec. 1-19 Designation of Violations and Penalties.

Ordinance violations shall be designated or defined by ordinances of the City of Greencastle,
and the penalties, judgments, and other liabilities for ordinance violations shall be fixed by
ordinances of the City of Greencastle, statutes of the state, or both. (1986 City of Greencastle
Code, § 110-5)

Sec. 1-20 Violations Not Specifically Defined as an Ordinance Violation - Class E
Ordinance Violation.

If a person violates a provision of this Code and the violation is not specifically designated,
defined, or classified as an ordinance violation, the person commits a Class E ordinance violation.
(1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 110-10)

Sec. 1-21 Specific Penalties for Violations - Class A through Class E Ordinance Violations.

a. For a violation of this Code or any other ordinance of the City of Greencastle, a judgment
or fine not more than:

1. two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500.00) may be entered for a violation
constituting a Class A ordinance violation;

2. one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) may be entered for a violation constituting a Class B
ordinance violation;

3. five hundred dollars ($500.00) may be entered for a violation constituting a Class C
ordinance violation;

1.C, 8§ 3-4-32-1 through 34-4-32-5, addresses infraction and ordinance violation enforcement proceedings.

c. When preparing a supplement of this Code, the codifier (meaning the person, agency or
organization authorized to prepare the supplement) may make formal, nonsubstantive changes in
ordinances and parts of ordinances include in the supplement, insofar as it is necessary to do so to
embody them into a unified Code. For example, the codifier may:

1. Organize the ordinance material into appropriate subdivisions;

The
Common Council finds and determines that all of the taxable property within this special taxing
district will be considered to be benefitted by the redevelopment projects and economic development
projects carried out under the Act to the extent of the special taxes levied under the Act.

The Common Council shall appoint two (2) members of the Greencastle Redevelopment

The Mayor shall appoint a Commissioner to fill a vacancy
caused by the expiration of a term by February 1 of that year. If a vacancy occurs, the Mayor shall
appoint a new Commissioner for the remainder of the unexpired term.

If a special meeting is called, the secretary shall notify the Commissioners by mailing
written notices of the time of the meeting at least one (1) day before the meeting. All meetings are
open to the public.

d. The proper authorities of the City shall provide a suitable office for the board where its maps,

plans, documents, records, and accounts shall be kept, subject to public inspection at all reasonable
times.

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e. By February 1 of each year the board shall make a report to the Mayor of

1. its proceedings, including a full statement of its receipts and disbursements for the
preceding calendar year;

2. the acquisition of real property by the board,;
3. improvements made by the board; and
4. general character of the work of the board during the preceding year.

f.  Money received by the board shall immediately be paid into the City treasury and
credited to the department. All expenditures relating to the park, parkways, public grounds,
public ways, and other plans of the City under the control of the department shall be provided for
by a special levy of taxes. The money shall be paid from the City treasury when ordered by the
board.

d. The Chief of Police shall faithfully discharge all of the duties as provided by law, serving
all writs, subpoenas, summonses, and warrants which may be placed in his/her hands coming from
any court or officer of competent authority. He or she shall act as conservator of the peace in the
City, promptly quelling all disturbances and arresting all disturbers.

e. He orshe shall also enforce all penal ordinances by promptly arresting the violators thereof.
Sec. 2-48 Police Reserve Force. *

a. The Greencastle Reserve Police Force is established.

g. The reserve department will be structured as follows:

1. A board of command consisting of the Chief of Police, the Assistant Chief of Police
and the training officer for the Greencastle City Police Department.

2. The board of command will appoint a member of the reserve force to act as
commanding officer of the reserves.

h. The reserve department will [be] authorized to hold fund raising events to purchase
equipment and supplies for use in their duties.

i. Each reserve will receive an annual sum of fifty dollars ($50.00) designated as a clothing
allowance.

J.  The City of Greencastle agrees to accept responsibility for the liability of the reserve
officer.

d. The funds accumulated in the Local Law Enforcement Continuing Education Fund
established shall be used for the purpose of continuing education and training of law enforce-
ment officers employed by the City of Greencastle. All expenditures must comply with the terms
and provisions of the Statute by the authority of which the Fund is created, and must be approved
by the Chief of Police.

e. The funds placed in the Local Law Enforcement Continuing Education Fund may not be
withdrawn except for the purposed set forth herein, so long as this ordinance remains in full
force and effect.

Sec. 2-163 Police Department Incident Report Account.

a. There is established an incident report account to be designated as the "Police Depart-
ment Incident Report Account".

b. There are further established fees which may be collected by the Greencastle Police
Department for certain reports, photographs, and videotapes, and such fees shall be computed as
follows:

1. Five dollars ($5.00) for the first page of an Incident Report, and three dollars ($3.00)
for each page thereafter.

c. Fees collected pursuant to this Section shall be deposited in the Police Department
Incident Report Account and expended pursuant to applicable procedures established by the
State Board of Accounts. (See also Chapter 4 of this Code.)

Sec. 2-164 Construction Account.

Any accrued interest and any premium received at the time of the delivery of the Waterworks
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Refunding Revenue Bonds shall be deposited in the Waterworks Sinking Fund hereinafter
defined. The remaining proceeds from the sale of the Bonds, to the extent not used to refund
BANSs, and BAN proceeds shall upon receipt be deposited in a bank or banks which are legally
designated and qualified depositories for the funds of the City, in a special account or accounts
to be designated as "City of Greencastle, Waterworks Construction Account”. The funds in each
of such special accounts shall be deposited, secured, and held, or invested in accordance with the
laws of the State of Indiana relating to the depositing, securing and holding, or investing of
public funds. The funds in such special account or accounts and any income derived from the
investment hereof shall be expended only for the purpose of paying the cost of the Project,
refunding the BANSs, if issued, and the incidental expenses incurred in connection therewith and
with the issuance of bonds and BANs. Any balance or balances remaining unexpended in such
special account or accounts after the completion of the Project, which are not required to meet
unpaid obligations incurred in connection with the construction of the Project, shall either

(1) be deposited in the Waterworks Sinking Fund and used solely for the purposes of said
Fund or

(2) be used for the same purpose or type of project for which the Bonds were issued, all
in accordance with 1.C., 8§ 5-1-13, as amended. ( Ord. No. 1995-9, § 9, 5-22-95)

Sec. 2-165 Revenue Fund and Operation and Maintenance Fund.

All revenues derived from the operation of the waterworks and from the collection of water
rates and charges shall be deposited in the Revenue Fund ("Revenue Fund”) continued. Said
Revenue Fund shall be segregated and deposited as set forth m this ordinance. Out of said
Revenue Fund the proper and reasonable expenses of operation, repair and maintenance of the
works shall be paid, the principal and interest of all bonds and fiscal agency charges of registrars
or paying agents shall be paid and the costs of replacements, extensions, additions and
improvements to the works shall be paid.

There is continued a fund known as the "Operation and Maintenance Fund” ("O & M
Fund”). On the last day of each calendar month, a sufficient amount of moneys shall be
transferred from the Revenue Fund to the O & M Fund so that the balance maintained in the O &
M Fund is sufficient to pay the expenses of operation, repair and maintenance of the works for
the next succeeding two (2) calendar months. The moneys credited to this Fund shall be used for
the payment of the reasonable and proper operation, repair and maintenance expenses of the
waterworks on a day-to-day basis. Any moneys in said Fund may be transferred to the
Waterworks Sinking Fund if necessary to prevent a default in the payment of principal of or
interest on the outstanding bonds of the waterworks. (Ord. No. 1995-9, § 10, 5-22-95)

Sec. 2-166 Waterworks Sinking Fund.

There is continued a special fund designated "Waterworks Sinking Fund” ("'Sinking
Fund”) for the payment of the principal of and interest on all outstanding waterworks revenue
bonds, and the payment of any fiscal agency charges in connection with the payment of bonds.
There shall be set aside and deposited in said Sinking Fund, as available, and as hereinafter
provided, a sufficient amount of the Net Revenues of said waterworks to meet the requirements
of the Bond and Interest Account and the Reserve Account continued in said Sinking Fund. Such
payments shall continue until the balances in the Bond and Interest Account and Reserve
Account hereinafter described equal the principal of and interest on all of the then outstanding
bonds of the waterworks to the final maturity and provide for payment of all fiscal agency
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charges.
a. Bond and Interest Account.

There is continued, within said Sinking Fund, the Bond and Interest Account. There
shall be credited on the last day of each calendar month to the Bond and Interest Account an
amount of the Net Revenues equal to at least one-sixth (1/6) of the interest on and at least one-
twelfth (1/12) of the principal of all then outstanding bonds payable on the then next succeeding
interest and principal payment dates, until the amount of interest and principal payable on the
then next succeeding respective interest and principal payment dates shall have been so credited.
There shall similarly be credited to the account any amount necessary to pay the bank fiscal
agency charges for paying interest and principal on the bonds as the same become payable. The
City shall, from the sums deposited in the Sinking Fund and credited to the Bond and Interest
Account, remit promptly to the registered owner or to the bank fiscal agency sufficient moneys
to pay the interest and principal on the due dates thereof together with the amount of bank fiscal
agency charges.

b. Reserve Account.

There is continued, within the Sinking Fund, the Reserve Account. The City shall
deposit Net Revenues of the waterworks into the Reserve Account on the last day of each
calendar month until the balance in the Reserve Account equals but does not exceed the least of

(i) the maximum annual debt service on the then outstanding 1991 Bonds and the
Bonds, or

(ii) one hundred twenty-five 125% of the average annual debt service on the 1991
Bonds and the Bonds, or

(iii) ten percent (10%) of the proceeds of the 1991 Bonds and the Bonds (the
"Reserve Requirement”). The monthly deposits shall be equal in amount and sufficient to
accumulate the Reserve Requirement within four (4) years of the date of delivery of the Bonds.
The Reserve Account shall constitute the margin for safety and a protection against default in the
payment of principal of and interest on the Bonds and the 1991 Bonds, and the moneys in the
Reserve Account shall be used only to pay current principal and interest on said Bonds and 1991
Bonds to the extent that moneys in the Bond and Interest Account are insufficient for that
purpose. Any deficiencies in credits to the Reserve Account shall be promptly made up from the
next available Net Revenues remaining after credits into the Bond and Interest Account. In the
event moneys in the Reserve Account are transferred to the Bond and Interest Account to pay
interest or principal on the Bonds or 1991 Bonds, then such depletion of the balance in the
Reserve Account shall be made up from the next available Net Revenues after the credits into the
Bond and Interest Account hereinbefore provided for. No moneys shall be held in the Reserve
Account in excess of the Reserve Requirement. Any interest earnings that accumulate in excess
of the Reserve Requirement shall be considered as revenues of the waterworks. The Common
Council has determined, based upon the advice of its financial advisor, that the Reserve Account
is reasonably required and that the Reserve Requirement is no larger than necessary to market
the Bonds. The Common Council further finds that the Reserve Account is directly related to the
Project since the Bonds could not be issued to fund the Project without the Reserve Account. (
Ord. No. 1995-9, § 11, 5-22-95)

Sec. 2-167 Waterworks Improvement Fund.
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There is continued a special fund designated the Waterworks Improvement Fund ("Im-
provement Fund”). In the event all required payments into the O&M Fund and the Sinking Fund
have been met to date, then any excess Net Revenues may be transferred to the Improvement
Fund for improvements, replacements, additions, and extensions to the works. No such transfer
to the Improvement Fund shall be made, however, which will interfere with the requirements of
the Sinking Fund or the accumulation of the required reserve therein.

All or any portion of the funds accumulated and reserved in the Improvement Fund shall be
transferred to the Sinking Fund, if necessary, to prevent a default in the payment of principal of
or interest on the bonds payable from said Sinking Fund or to eliminate any deficiencies in
credits to or minimum balance in the Reserve Account. Moneys in the Improvement Fund also
may be transferred to the O & M Fund to meet unforeseen contingencies in the operation, repair
and maintenance of the waterworks. ( Ord. No. 1995-9, § 12, 5-22-95)

Sec. 2-168 Investment of Funds.

The Sinking Fund shall consist of at least one (1) separate account of the City. The O & M
Fund and the Improvement Fund may be maintained in one (1) account, or accounts, but such
account, or accounts, shall likewise be maintained separate and apart from all other accounts of
the City and apart from the Sinking Fund account or accounts. All moneys deposited in said
accounts shall be deposited, held, secured and invested as public funds in accordance with the
public depository laws and investment laws of the State of Indiana as now in effect or as
hereafter amended. (Ord. No. 1995-9, § 13, 5-22-95)

Sec. 2-169 Greencastle Economic Development Income Tax Fund.

a. Under the provisions of I.C., 8 33-6-3-1, ef seq., as amended, there shall be established for the City of
Greencastle a Violations Bureau. It is further provided that the Violations Clerk shall be the City Clerk-
Treasurer or his or her appointee.

b. The Violations Clerk may accept written appearances, waivers of trial, admissions of violations and
payments of civil penalties of not more than fifty dollars ($50.00), a schedule of which shall be included herein.
Moving traffic violations may not be enforced by this Ordinance.

c. Such civil penalties as shall be determined herein shall be paid to, receipted and accounted for, by the
Violations Clerk as provided by the State Board of Accounts and pursuant to Statute 33-6-3 and following as
amended.

d. The Violations Clerk may receive the civil penalty only if said person waives the right to trial and enters
an admission of the violation.

e. A person charged with a violation may exercise the right to trial by denying the violation before the
Violations Clerk.

f. In event of a denial of violation or failure to satisfy the civil penalty assessed or the failure to admit or
deny the violations Clerk shall report such fact to the Corporation Counsel for initiation of a court proceeding
for the alleged ordinance violation.

g. An ordinance violation admitted hereunder does not constitute a judgment and an ordinance violation
cost fee may not be collected. (Ord. No., 1996-23, 7-8-97)

1. The Greencastle Common Council is hereby designated as the Purchasing Agency for the City of
Greencastle, Indiana..

2. The Purchasing Agency shall have all powers and duties authorized under Indiana Code 5-22, as may
be amended from time to time by law, or supplemented from time to time by Ordinances and policies adopted
by Council.

3. The Purchasing Agency shall act as the Purchasing Agency for every agency, board, office, branch,
bureau, commission, council, department or other establishment of the City of Greencastle.

4. The following shall be Purchasing Agents for the City of Greencastle Purchasing Agency and may
designate, in writing, any employee in their department as a Deputy Purchasing Agent, and is responsible for
purchases made in each department: Clerk-Treasurer, Fire Chief, Police Chief, Street Commissioner, Park
Director, Cemetery Superintendent, Water Superintendent, and Wastewater Superintendent. (Ord. No. 1998-24)

5. The Clerk-Treasurer, as Purchasing Agent shall retain all offers received in a secure location prior to
the date and time at which offers will be opened in order to prevent disclosure of the contents prior to the
opening of the offers.

41 Ordinance No. 1998-19 passed August 11, 1998 created purchasing procedures for the City.
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6. After offers have been opened, the Clerk-Treasurer as Purchasing Agent, shall be responsible
for maintaining the offers in such a manner as to permit evaluation of the offers by the persons
responsible for evaluating the offers.

7. Bids submitted in response to an invitation for bids must be made available for public
inspection and copying after the time of the bid opening, unless the bid opening is delayed.

8. The Clerk-Treasurer, as Purchasing Agent, shall prepare a register of proposals for each
request for proposals (RFP) issued which shall contain information concerning the proposals
available for public inspection and copying. Proposals may not be disclosed. The Clerk-Treasurer,
as Purchasing Agent, may conduct discussions with, and best and final offers may be obtained from
responsible offerors who submit proposals determined to be reasonable susceptible of being selected
for a contract award.

9. When the Greencastle Common Council, as Purchasing Agency, makes a written
determination that is in the City’s best interest, offers may be opened after the time stated in the
solicitation. The date, time and place of the rescheduled opening must be announced at the time and
place of the originally scheduled opening.

10. Supplies manufactured in the United States shall be specified for all City of Greencastle
purchases and shall be purchased unless the Greencastle Common Council, as Purchasing Agency
determines that:

(A) the supplies are not manufactured in the Unites States in reasonably available quantities;

(B) the prices of the supplies manufactured in the United States exceeds by an unreasonable
amount the price of available and comparable supplies manufactured elsewhere;

(C) the quality of the supplies manufactured in the United States is substantially less than the
quality of comparably priced available supplies manufactured elsewhere; or

(D) the purchase of supplies manufactured in the United States is not in the public interest.

11. All notices of invitation for bids shall be published in accordance with Indiana Code 5-3-1
in the Banner-Graphic and posted at Greencastle City Hall and the Putnam County Courthouse.

12. All notices of request for proposals (RFP) shall be published in accordance with Indiana
Code 5-3-1 in the Banner-Graphic and posted at Greencastle City Hall and the Putnam County
Courthouse.

13. All notices of request for specifications shall be published in accordance with Indiana Code
5-3-1 in the Banner-Graphic and posted at Greencastle City Hall and the Putnam County
Courthouse.

14. The Greencastle Clerk-Treasurer, as Purchasing Agent, shall schedule the publication of
notice to provide a reasonable amount of time for preparation and submission of proposals. The
notice will be published two times, at least one week apart. The second publication must occur at
least ten (10) days prior to the date the bids will be opened.
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15. Whenever a notice or other material, including specifications, an invitation for bids, request
for proposals or request for specifications, is sent by mail, the purchasing agent may also send the
notice or other material by electronic means, provided that the transmission of the information is at
least as efficient as mailing the information.

16. Bids received in response to an invitation for bids must be opened publicly in the presence
of a least one or more witnesses at the time and place designated in the invitation for bids.

17. Proposals received in response to a request for proposals must be opened as to avoid
disclosure of the contents to competing offerors during the process of negotiation.

18. Proposals received in response to a request for specifications may be opened as specified
in the request for specifications.

19. An offeror may correct inadvertent errors in a bid up to the time at which bids will be
opened by supplementing the erroneous bid and submitting a revised bid. A bidder may not
supplement an inadvertently erroneous bid after the time at which time the bids were opened. A
bidder may withdraw a bid containing inadvertent errors up to the time at which bids will be opened
and for aperiod of not more than 24 hours after the time at which the bids were opened.

20. When the Purchasing Agent makes a written determination that it is in the City of
Greencastle’s best interests, the Purchasing Agent may cancel a solicitation or reject all offers,
provided that the solicitation included information concerning the procedure for cancellation.

21. The Purchasing Agent may purchase supplies with an estimated cost of less than $25,000
o the open market without inviting or receiving quotes.

22. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect after its passage and approval by the Mayor,
as provided by law.

Sec. 3-5 Order of Business at Common Council Meetings.

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Sec. 3-8 Questions of Order.

2. Councilmanic district two shall be composed of Ward 2.

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CHAPTER 4

FEES, LICENSES, PERMITS, AND FRANCHISES

ARTICLE 1. GOVERNING REGULATIONS.

Division I. General Provisions.

Sec. 4-1 Authority to License. *

The City has the authority to impose a license fee reasonably related to the administrative
cost of exercising such regulatory powers.

Sec. 4-2 Licenses or Permits.

No person shall engage in any trade, profession, business or privilege in the City of
Greencastle for which a license or permit is required by any provision of this Code without first
obtaining such license or permit from the City in the manner provided in this Chapter, unless
otherwise specifically provided.

Sec. 4-3 Application.

a. Unless otherwise provided, application for a license or permit shall be made in
writing to the City Clerk-Treasurer upon forms provided by the City.

b. The applicant shall state the location of the proposed activity and such other facts as
may be required for or be applicable to the granting of such a license or permit.

Sec. 4-4 Inspections. 2

City officials may enter upon the premises where any licensed or permitted activity is being
conducted for the purpose of inspection at any reasonable time.

Sec. 4-5 Payment of Fee.

The fees required for any license or permit shall be paid at the office of the Clerk-Treasurer
before the granting of the license or permit. No fee paid shall be refunded, unless the license or
permit is denied.

Sec. 4-6 Bond and Insurance.

All required bonds shall be executed by two (2) sureties, or a surety company, and be subject
to the approval of the Mayor. Where policies of insurance are required, such policies shall be
approved as to substance and form by the City Attorney. Satisfactory evidence of coverage by bond
or insurance shall be filled with the City before the license or permit is issued.

I. C., §36-1-3-8(5), provides for such authority for cities.
1.C., 8 36-8-3—-10 (13), authorizes such inspections, and /.C., 8 36-8-2—-10, permits ci
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Sec. 4-7 Approval or Denial of License.

a. Where the approval of any City officer or state officer is required prior to the issuance of
any license or permit, such approval must be presented to the City before any license or permit is
issued.

b. No license or permit shall be approved by any City officer or issued by the City if it
appears that the conduct of the activity for which a license or permit is sought will be contrary to
the health, safety or welfare of the public or any regulation, law or Ordinance applicable to such
activity.

Sec. 4-8 License or Permit Certificates. *

a. Licenses or permit certificates shall show the name of the licensee or permittee, the date
of issue, the activity licensed and the term of the license or permit, and shall be signed in the
name of the City by the Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer and be impressed with the City Seal.

b. The Clerk-Treasurer shall keep a record of all licenses and permits issued.

Sec. 4-9 License and Permit Term.

a. Unless otherwise provided, the term of the license year shall end on December 31 of each
year.

b. Where the issuance of licenses for a period of less than one (1) year is permitted, the
effective date of such license shall commence with the date of issuance.

c. Permits shall be issued for the term set forth in the permit.
Sec. 4-10 Exhibition of Certificate.

Every licensee or permittee shall carry his license or permit certificate upon his person at all
times when engaged in the activity for which the license or permit was granted; except that
where such activity is conducted at a fixed place or establishment, the license or permit
certificate shall be exhibited at all times in some conspicuous place in his place of business. The
licensee or permittee shall exhibit the license certificate when applying for a renewal and upon
demand of any police officer or person representing the issuing authority.

Sec. 4-11 Licenses Not Transferable.

Unless otherwise provided, no license or permit shall be transferable or assignable.

I.C., 88 36-4-10-5 (10) and (11), provide for such authority for the Clerk-Treasurer
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Sec. 4-12 Renewal Procedures.

Unless otherwise provided, license or permit renewals shall be issued in the same manner
and be subject to the same conditions as original licenses or permits.

Sec. 4-13 Revocation Procedures. *

a. Any license or permit issued by the City may be suspended by the Mayor for not more
than ten (10) days upon recommendation of a City official.

b. Any license or permit may be revoked by the Board of Public Works and Safety after a
hearing for any of the following causes:

1. Fraud, misrepresentation or incorrect statement contained in the application or made
in carrying on the licensed or permitted activity.

2. Conviction of any crime or misdemeanor.

3. Conducting such activity in such manner as to constitute a breach of the peace, or a
menace to the health, safety or welfare of the public, or a disturbance of the peace or comfort of
residents of the City, upon recommendation of the appropriate City official.

4. Expiration or cancellation of any required bond or insurance.

5. Actions unauthorized or beyond the scope of the license or permit granted.

6. Violation of any regulation or provision of this Code applicable to the activity for
which the license or permit has been granted, or any regulation or law of the state so applicable.

7. Failure to continuously comply with all conditions required as precedent to the
approval of the license or permit.

Sec. 4-14 Hearing.

Not less than three (3) days nor more than ten (10) days prior to a hearing on the revocation
of a license or permit, the Board of Public Works and Safety shall have served upon the licensee
or permittee either personally or upon the person in charge of the place of activity operated under
the license or permit, a notice of the time and place of the hearing and directing the licensee or
permittee to show cause why the license or permit should not be revoked.

Sec. 4-15 through Sec. 4-17 Reserved for Future Use.

ARTICLE 2. SPECIFIC ACTIVITIES REGULATED. ®

Division 1. Itinerant Merchants and Solicitors. °

Sec. 4-18 Definitions.
As used in this Chapter:

a. Itinerant merchant means any transient person who engages temporarily in the
making or selling of any kind of goods, wares, or merchandise, including the making and selling
photographs, within the City of Greencastle, regardless of whether such goods, wares, or
merchandise are peddled from house to house, sold upon the streets or other public places, or sold
from any room, building, structure, or lot rented or leased for the purpose of carrying on such
business.

b. Solicitor means any person who goes from house to house or from place to place in
the City of Greencastle selling or taking orders for or offering to sell or take orders for goods, wares,
or merchandise or any other article for further delivery; however, this chapter shall apply only to
solicitors who demand, accept, or receive payment or a deposit of money in advance of final deliver.
(1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 510-5)

Sec. 4-19 Compliance with Chapter by Itinerant Merchants and Solicitors.
a. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm, or corporation to engage in the business of

itinerant merchant or in the business of solicitor within the City of Greencastle until the provisions
of this Chapter have been complied with.

b. The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to sales to dealers by commercial
travelers. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 510-10)
Sec. 4-20 Requirement of License for Itinerant Merchant.

a. Any person, firm, or corporation desiring to engage in the business of itinerant

merchant within the City shall make an application in writing to the Clerk-Treasurer of the City at
least seven (7) days before the applicant shall be authorized to begin such business. Such application
shall state the name and residence of the applicant, the place where such business is to be conducted,
the kind of goods to be sold, and the length of time for which a license is desired.

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b. The application shall be accompanied by a bond in the penal sum of five hundred
dollars ($500.00) executed by a surety company or by two (2) responsible freeholders residing
within the City of Greencastle (or in lieu thereof a cash bond of equal amount) conditioned that all
goods, wares, merchandise, or articles sold by such applicant will be as represented by him and that
he will refund the purchase price of any goods, wares, merchandise, or articles sold by him that are
not as represented. Any person aggrieved by the action of any itinerant merchant shall have a right
of action on the bond for the recovery of money, damages, or both. In the event a cash bond is
deposited, it shall be retained by the City for ninety (90) days after the expiration of any such
license.

C. Upon the filing of such application and bond and the approval of such bond by the
Clerk-Treasurer of the City, a license shall be issued by the Clerk-Treasurer [of] the City to such
applicant to begin business not less than seven (7) days after the date of filing such application and
bond upon the payment of the following fee:

1. Forone (1) day ....ccccoceeeevenveeeeeieie e $5.00
2. Forone (1) WEeK .....ccecveveieieieieienie e, $30.00
3. Forone (1) month ......ccovevveviiiiciciee, $100.00

d. All license fees must be paid in advance.

e. If any licensee desires to continue in business after the expiration of the license, a new
license must be secured in the same manner and upon the same terms as the original license. (1986
City of Greencastle Code, § 510-15)

Sec. 4-21 Certificate for Persons Exempted from Itinerant Merchant Fees.

Any person exempted by the laws of this State from the payment of the itinerant merchant
license fee shall, before beginning such business, present to the Clerk-Treasurer [of] the City his
credentials, showing that he is entitled to such exemption, and shall execute and file a bond as
provided [in] Sec. 4-20. Upon the approval of the bond by the Clerk-Treasurer, he shall then receive
a certificate from the City Clerk-Treasurer authorizing him to engage in the business of itinerant
merchant within the City of Greencastle for any period not longer than one (1) month. If at the end
of a month such person desires to continue in such business, another certificate must be procured
from the City Clerk-Treasurer. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 510-20)

Sec. 4-22 Requirement of License for Solicitor.
a. Any person desiring to engage in the business of solicitor within the City of Greencastle
shall, before engaging in such business, file with the Clerk-Treasurer [of] the City an application

containing his name and address, the firm or corporation that he represents, the kind of goods to be
offered for sale, and the length of time during which he desires to engage in such business.
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b. The application shall be accompanied by a bond in the penal sum of five hundred dollars
($500.00) executed by a surety company or by two (2) responsible freeholders residing in the City
of Greencastle (or in lieu thereof a cash bond of equal amount) conditioned upon the making of final
delivery of the goods ordered in accordance with the terms of such order or, failing therein, that the
advance payment on such order be refunded. Any person aggrieved by the action of any such
solicitor shall have a right of action on the bond for the recovery of money, damages, or both. In the
event a cash bond is deposited, such deposit shall be retained by the City of Greencastle for a period
of ninety (90) days after the expiration of the time such solicitor is authorized to engage in such
business.

c. Upon the filing of such statement and bond and the approval of the bond by the City Clerk-
Treasurer, the City Clerk-Treasurer shall issue to such applicant a certificate authorizing him to
engage in the business of solicitor within the City during the time requested in the application. (1986
City of Greencastle Code, § 510-25)

Sec. 4-23 Requirements for Solicitor Orders.

All orders taken by solicitors within the City of Greencastle shall be in writing, in duplicate,
stating the terms thereof and the amount paid in advance, and one (1) copy of such order shall be
given to the purchaser. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 510-30)

Sec. 4-24 Entry into Private Residences Without Request or Invitation Prohibited.

The practice of being in and upon private residences in the City of Greencastle by solicitors,
peddlers, hawkers, itinerant merchants, and transient vendors of merchandise not having been
requested or invited to do so by the owner or owners or occupant or occupants of such private
residences for the purpose of soliciting orders for the sale of goods, wares, and merchandise or for
the purpose of disposing of or peddling or hawking the same is declared to be a nuisance and is
punishable as an ordinance violation. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, 8 510-40)

Sec. 4-26 through Sec. 4-29 Reserved for Future Use.

Division 11. Junk Dealers and Peddlers.

Sec. 4-30 Definitions.

As used in this Chapter:

a. Itinerant junk dealer or itinerant junk peddler mean a person or firm that is without an
established store, warehouse, or other place of business within the City and who buys or offers to
buy or barter any of the materials classified as junk or anyone who offers to sell to anyone any junk,
either on foot or from any vehicle, in the City, or who operates temporarily on an open lot in the
City.

b. Junk means any articles, in any form, composed or consisting of any of the following
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enumerated second-hand, used, decomposed, discarded, or cast-off metals or materials, namely:

1. lIron, steel, brass, bronze, copper, tin, zinc, lead, or any other metals or compounds
thereof.

2. Glass, rags, clothing, rubber, plastics, and synthetic substances and fabrics.
3. Bottles, paper, feathers, or any waste material.

4. Any compound or by-product of any of the foregoing enumerated materials, including
used automobiles, trucks, or vehicles that may be dismantled either for junk or to sell used parts
therefrom.

c. Junk dealer means any person who represents himself to be engaged within the City in the
business of dealing in any junk materials.

d. Junk peddler means any person who goes from house to house, place to place, or from one
(1) part of a public street or alley to another, in either a vehicle, on foot, or with a cart, and who
buys, collects, or gathers junk for the purpose of sale or barter.

e. Store or repository means any place within the City where junk is kept, stored, or permitted
to collect for the purchase, sale, collection, exchange, or barter thereof. (1986 City of Greencastle
Code, § 515-5)

Sec. 4-31 Requirement of License for Junk Dealer and Junk Peddler.

a. Itshall be unlawful for any person, firm, corporation, association, or partnership to operate,
maintain, open, or establish any junk yard in the City of Greencastle without first having obtained
a license to do so from the Clerk-Treasurer of Greencastle as provided in this Chapter.

b. It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in the business of a junk peddler, junk dealer,
or itinerant junk dealer or peddler within the City of Greencastle without first having obtained a
license as provided in this Chapter.

Sec. 4-32 License Fees.

a. Every person, firm, corporation, association, or co-partnership opening, establishing,
operating, or maintaining a junk yard, store, or repository or any person, firm, corporation,
association, or co-partnership operating as a junk peddler, itinerant junk dealer, or itinerant junk
peddler within the City of Greencastle shall pay the license fees prescribed in Subsection 'b’ for the
privilege of opening, establishing, operating, or maintaining such junk yard, store, or repository or
for the privilege of operating as a junk peddler, itinerant junk dealer, or itinerant junk peddler.

b. The license fee shall be as follows:
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1. Twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per year for an established junk yard, store, or
repository within the City of Greencastle.

2. Ten dollars ($10.00) per year for a junk peddler living in the City of Greencastle.

3. Thirty-five dollars ($35.00) per year for an itinerant junk dealer or itinerant junk
peddler. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 515-15)

Sec. 4-33 Bond for an ltinerant Junk Dealer or Peddler.

a. Every licensee as an itinerant junk dealer or itinerant junk peddler shall execute and file a
bond in the sum of five hundred dollars ($500.00), payable to the City of Greencastle, to be
approved by the Clerk-Treasurer as to sureties and form. The bond shall be conditioned upon the
faithful observance by such licensee and his agents of all the provisions of the ordinances of the
City and the laws of the State of Indiana, and such bond shall be conditioned to indemnify any
person because of any loss or damage sustained on account of the violation by the licensee of
any ordinance or law of the State of Indiana or misrepresentation or deception that may have
been committed by the licensee in the conduct of his business.

b. Upon the execution of the bond and the approval by the Clerk-Treasurer, a license may
be issued to the applicant. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 515-20)

Sec. 4-34 License Duration, Expiration Date, and Transferability.

a. Licenses for the business of junk dealer or itinerant junk dealer shall be issued annually,
shall expire on December 31 of each year and shall not be transferable. No deductions shall be
allowed from the fee for such license for any part of the year during which the licensee does not
exercise the right of such license.

b. The license fee for junk peddlers or itinerant junk peddlers shall be issued for one (1)
year, expiring on December 31 of each year, with no deductions for time elapsed at the date of
application. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 515-25)

Sec. 4-35 Record of Purchases by Junk Dealer or Itinerant Junk Dealer.

a. Every junk dealer or itinerant junk dealer shall keep and maintain a record of all
purchases for the inspection of the Police Department of the City of Greencastle or other law-
enforcing agencies as the State law requires.

b. Any junk dealer or itinerant junk dealer who does not keep such a record and have it
available to the Police Department of the City shall have his license revoked. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 515-30)

Sec. 4-36  Compliance with Previous Ordinances and with Zoning Codes.

Nothing in this Chapter shall enable a person to establish a junk yard, store, or repository
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without complying with a former ordinance of the City or any of the zoning codes. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 515-35)

Sec. 4-37 Exemption of Charitable, Educational, and Religious Organizations.

Nothing in this Chapter shall forbid any recognized charitable, educational, or religious
organization from collecting papers that are given to the collector for charitable, educational, or
religious purposes or from collecting other furniture or materials for such purposes that are given by
the owners for such purposes. (1986 City of Greencastle Code, § 511-40)

Sec. 4-38 Violations and Penalties.

Any person, firm, corporation, co-partnership, or association that violates any of the provisions of
this Chapter commits a Class C ordinance violation and shall be fined in any sum not less than one
hundred dollars ($100.00) nor more than five hundred dollars ($500.00), and each and every day that
such violation continues constitutes a separate and distinct offense. (1986 City of Greencastle Code,
§ 511-45)

Sec. 4-39 through Sec. 4-41 Reserved for Future Use.

Division 111. Farmers’ Market.

Sec. 4-42 Farmers’ Market Established.

A Farmers’ Market [is] established for the City of Greencastle, Indiana in a designated area where,
on designated days and times, growers and producers may sell directly to the public in accordance with
City regulations. The City of Greencastle shall have the right to relocate or discontinue the Market, to
specify the days and times of its use and to stipulate what goods may be sold. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 1,
4-10-78)

Sec. 4-43 Definitions.

A grower or producer, as referred to herein, shall be any person offering for sale articles for human
consumption such as fruits, vegetables, edible grains, nuts and berries, apiary products, maple sugars,
syrups and eggs or non-edible articles, such as cut or potted flowers, which articles have been raised
or prepared by the grower or producer, his family or by persons in his employ. Sale of any type of meat,
fish or poultry, refrigerated dairy products and baked goods or any article proscribed by the Indiana
Department of Public Health shall be prohibited. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 2, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-44 Supervision and Control of the Market.

A Market Master, duly appointed by the Mayor of the City of Greencastle, shall review the
application of any grower or producer offering articles for sale, issue permits and collect fees therefore,
assign spaces to growers and producers, establish a system of bookkeeping acceptable to the Clerk-
Treasurer of the City of Greencastle for the Market, maintain the Market’s cleanliness and enforce the
Market regulations. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 3, 4-10-78)
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Sec. 4-45 Season Permit.

No grower or producer shall sell or offer for sale any product without first having obtained a license
or permit therefore. Each license shall be valid for one (1) season. The seasonal fee for such license
shall be twenty-five dollars ($25.00). No grower or producer shall be eligible for more than one (1)
license. A license granted hereunder is non-transferable. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 4, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-46 Daily Permits.

A grower or producer may obtain a daily permit, entitling them to occupy one (1) space in the
Market for one (1) day. The fee for such a daily permit shall be three dollars ($3.00), and no grower
or producer shall be eligible for more than one (1) daily permit per day.

Sec. 4-47 Application Required.

An applicant for a license or permit to sell goods within the Market shall submit to the Market
Master, together with the required fee, an application in writing containing the following information:

a. Name and address of applicant;

b. Products for which a sale license or permit is sought;

c. Source of the products;

d. A warranty that such products are fit for human consumption or use; and

e. State sales tax permit number for non-edible products. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 6, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-48 Assignment of Spaces.

Certificate of Production Spaces shall be assigned in accordance with the order in which
applications are filed with the Market Master. Permit fees shall be paid in advance of occupancy.
Sellers shall submit in advance of occupancy an affidavit certifying that articles offered for sale are of
the grower’s or producer’s own raising or production. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 7, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-49 General Regulations.

a. No licensee or permittee shall:

1. Sell or offer any article according to weight except in accordance with the established
standards for weight for the State of Indiana.

2. Sellapiary products, maple sugars and syrups or any processed food unless properly labeled
in accordance with standards for labeling of the State of Indiana.
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3. Sell or offer any [un]Jwholesome or spoiled articles.
4. Attract attention to his goods by hawking or crying out.

5. Sell or offer any article requiring a sales tax permit without first obtaining an Indiana
sales tax permit for the current year and prominently displaying the number of such permit;
provided, however, that when a daily permit for a space is assigned, suitable evidence of
application for such sales tax permit may be presented at the time of obtaining such a daily permit.

6. Transport or display food without adequate protection from flies, other insects and
contamination. Delivery trucks and other equipment used for transportation and display shall be
kept clean at all times.

7. Allow any waste, garbage, trash, rubbish or other refuse to remain near his space after
the closing hours of any market day.

b. No animals or pets of any kind shall be allowed in the Market.

c. No motorized vehicles, other than those of sellers and the Market Master, shall be allowed
in the Market. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 8, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-50 Penalties for Violation.

Any person, firms, corporations, partnership or association violating any of the provisions of
this Ordinance shall be subject to a fine not to exceed one hundred dollars ($100.00). Each day of
violation shall be deemed a separate offense. The Market Master may, in his discretion, revoke the
license of permit of any individual upon proof of conviction of a violation hereof. (Ord. No. 1978-
2,89, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-51 Creation of Farmers’ Market Commission.

a. There is created a Farmers’ Market Commission composed of five (5) members, including a
chairman, each of whom shall serve without compensation.

b. Appointment and Term of Office - The chairman and members of the Commission shall be
appointed by the Mayor of the City of Greencastle, with the advice and consent of the Common
Council. Such appointments shall be for a term of one (1) year and commissioners shall be eligible
for reappointment. Any vacancy shall be filled in a like manner to an original appointment and shall
be for the balance of the term of the vacated office. Any member may be removed by the Mayor for
failure to regularly attend meetings or for inattention to duties. All commissioners shall be residents
of the City of Greencastle. Each Commissioner shall have one (1) vote.

c. Ex Officio Members of the Commission - In addition to the members of the Commission
appointed pursuant to Section 'b’ hereof, the following persons shall be deemed ex officio members of
the Commission to serve, without compensation, as permanent non-voting members; the Mayor of the
City of Greencastle, Indiana and the Putnam County Public Health Officer.

d. Organization - As soon as possible after their appointment, the members of the
Farmers’ Market Commission shall organize the election of a chairman and other officers as may, in
their judgement, be necessary.

e. Powers and Duties - It shall be the duty of the Farmers’ Market Commission to review
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the activities of the Market and to make recommendations to the Common Council of the City of
Greencastle and to the Market Master for any changes in operating policies or rules and regulations
necessary to improve the operations of the Market. The Market at its discretion may recruit growers
and producers and may publicize the Market. (Ord. No. 1978-2, § 10, 4-10-78)

Sec. 4-52 through Sec. 4-54 Reserved for Future Use.

Division 1V. Taxicab Operators. ’

Sec. 4-55 Insurance Requirement for Taxicabs and Other Passenger Transportation Vehicles.

Any and all persons, partnerships, or corporations owning or operating any taxi, taxicab, automobile,

proper insurance for the protection and benefit of:

a. any and all persons who may be injured or the legal representatives of those who may be killed
while being transported by any such person, partnership, or corporation owning and operating any such
taxi, taxicab, automobile, or vehicle for pay or hire; and

b. any and all persons, firms, or corporations that may receive property damage caused and
committed by any such person, partnership, or corporation so owning and operating any such taxi,
taxicab, automobile, or vehicle for pay or hire while in the operation thereof in the City. (1986 City of
Greencastle Code, § 565-5)

Sec. 4-56 Amount of Insurance Required.

The insurance required in Sec. 4-55 shall be evidenced by a policy or policies issued by good
standard insurance companies authorized to do business in Indiana, to be approved by the Clerk-
Treasurer of the City of Greencastle, with the City of Greencastle as a co-insurer therein and with
indemnities provided in the following amounts:

b. For the purpose of this Article, the basic service tier of cable television services shall mean a
separately available service tier to which subscription is required for access to any other tier of service,
including as a minimum, but not limited to, all signals of domestic television
broadcast stations provided to any subscriber, (except a signal secondarily transmitted by satellite
carrier beyond the local service area of such station, regardless of how such signal is ultimately
received by the cable system) any public, educational, and governmental programming required by
the franchise to be carried on the basic tier, and any additional video programming signals or service
added to the basic tier by the cable operator. Equipment necessary to provide said basic tier of service
shall be defined as those items of associated equipment necessary for the reception of basic cable
service by a subscriber, including, but not limited to converter boxes, remote control units additional
outlets, and installations.

Sec. 4-81 Regulation of Subscriber Rates by the City.

Upon the adoption of this ordinance and the certification of the City of Greencastle by the Federal
Communications Commission, the City shall immediately notify the cable operator by certified mail,
return receipt requested, that the City intends to regulate subscriber rates charged for the basic service
tier and associated equipment as authorized by the Cable Television Consumer Protection and
Competition Act of 1992. Upon receipt of said notice by the City, the cable operator shall, within
thirty (30) days, file with the City its current rates for the basic service tier and associated equipment
along with any additional documentation justifying the reasonableness of its rates.

b. After receiving a rate filing, the Common Council shall promptly publish a notice that a filing
has been received and that, except for those parts which may be held as proprietary, it is available for
public review. The notice shall state that interested parties may submit written comments on the filing
to the Common Council.

c. Inthe event that additional time for review of the rate request submitted by the cable operator
is necessary, the Common Council or its designee shall issue a brief written order prior to the end of
the thirty (30) day period, with a copy of said order to be sent by certified mail to the cable operator,
providing for an additional ninety (90) days in cases not involving cost-of-service showings or for an
additional one hundred fifty (150) days in cases involving cost-of-service showings. During the
extended review period and before taking action on the proposed rates, the Common Council shall
hold at least one (1) public hearing in which interested persons and the cable operator may express
their views and record objections.

Sec. 4-83 Formal Resolution Required of Common Council.

a. Upon completion of its review of the proposed rates, the Common Council shall adopt its
decision by formal resolution. Said resolution shall indicate the reasons for the decision.
Upon passage of the resolution, the Common Council shall publish the resolution and provide a copy
to the cable operator.

b. In the event that the cable operator's proposed rates exceed the reasonable rate standard as
established by the Federal Communications Commission in its rules and regulations, the Common
Council may order the rates reduced by rollbacks or refunds to subscribers, in the manner so
prescribed by the Federal Communications Commission.

Sec. 4-84 Production of Documents.

If these provisions or a request for information requires the production of proprietary information,
the cable operator must produce the information. However, at the time the allegedly proprietary
information is submitted, the cable operator may request that specific, identified portions of its
response be treated as confidential and withheld from public disclosure. The request must state the
reason why the information should be treated as proprietary and the facts that support those reasons.
The request for confidentiality will be granted if the Common Council determines that the
preponderance of the evidence shows that non-disclosure is consistent with the provisions of the
Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C. 522.

Sec. 4-85 When Refunds May Be Made.

The City may order the cable operator to refund to subscribers a portion of previously paid rates
under the following circumstances:

a. A portion of the previously paid rates have been determined to be in excess of the permitted
basic cable service tier charge or above the actual cost of equipment; or
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b. The cable operator has failed to comply with a valid rate order issued by the City.
Sec. 4-86 Violations.

Failure by the cable operator to comply with the terms and conditions established by this
ordinance shall constitute a violation of the Greencastle City Code as adopted by the City. Penalties
for such violation are subject to Sec. 1-18, et seq., of the Greencastle City Code and in addition
thereto, the City shall be entitled to pursue any additional remedies available at law or in equity.

ARTICLE 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS.!

The City may establish aid, maintain, and operate public parks, playgrounds, and recreation
facilities and programs.

c. Department refers to the Department of Parks and Recreation established under this
Chapter.

Sec. 5-11 Establishment of Department of Parks and Recreation. *

The Common Council adopts Indiana Code, 8 36-10-4. Under the provisions of Indiana
Code, 8 36-10-4, there is created a Greencastle Department of Parks and Recreation. (Ord. No.
1990-24, § 600-5, 11-13-90)

Sec. 5-12 Membership of the Board of Park Commissioners.

a. The Board of Park Commissioners shall be composed of four (4) Commissioners
appointed by the Mayor on the basis of their interest and knowledge of parks and recreation.
Each Commissioner must be a resident property owner of the City and no more than two (2)
Commissioners shall be affiliated with the same political party.

1.C., §8 36-10-4-1 through 36-10-4-40, address “Parks Department in Centain Cities”, and authorizes third class
cities to adopt said Chapter by prior Ordinance.

1.C., § 36-10-2-2, authorizes Cities to establish and maintain park facilities.

b. Additional members shall include:
1. One (1) ex-officio member from the Putnam County Library Board..

2. One (1) ex-officio member from the Greencastle Community School Board (Ord. No.
1990-24, § 600-10, 11-13-90)

Sec. 5-13 Terms of Commissioners - Removal.

a. Each Commissioner appointed shall hold office for a term of four (4) years, beginning on
January 1 in the year of the appointment. The Mayor shall appoint a Commissioner to fill a
vacancy caused by the expiration of a term by February 1 of that year. If a vacancy occurs, the
Mayor shall appoint a new Commissioner for the remainder of the unexpired term.

b. A Commissioner may not be removed from office except upon charges preferred in
writing before the Mayor, with a hearing held on them. If the Mayor is bring the charges, the
Common Council shall appoint a hearing officer. The only permissible reasons for removal are:

1. inefficiency;
2. neglect of duty;
3. malfeasance in office. (Ord. No. 1990-24, § 600-15, 11-13-90)
Sec. 5-14 Organization and Procedures of the Board of Park Commissioners. °

a. At its first regular meeting after adoptions of this ordinance and thereafter in February
each year, the Board shall elect a president and vice-president. The vice-president shall have
authority to act as the president of the board during the absence or disability of the president.
The Board may appoint a secretary from within or outside its own membership.

b. A majority of the Commissioners constitutes a quorum. Action of the board is not
binding unless authorized by a majority of the Commissioners at a regular or duly called special
meeting of the board. If there is a tie vote on any questions, the City executive shall cast the
deciding vote. Ex-officio members shall not be counted in determining a quorum and may not
vote.

c. The board shall fix a time for holding regular meetings. Special meetings of the board
may be called at any time by its president, or by any two (2) Commissioners, upon a written
request to the secretary. If a special meeting is called, the secretary shall notify the
Commissioners by mailing written notices of the time of the meeting at least one (1) day before
the meeting. All meetings are open to the public.

d. The property authorities of the City shall provide a suitable office for the board where its
maps, plans, documents, records, and accounts shall be kept, subject to public inspection at all
reasonable times.

e. By February 1 of each year the board shall make a report to the Mayor of

1. its proceedings, including a full statement of its receipts and disbrusements for the
proceeding calendar year;

2. the acquisitions of real property by the board;
3. improvements made by the board; and
4. general character of the work of the board during the proceeding year.

f. Money received by the board shall immediately be paid into the City treasury and credited
to the department. All expenditures relating to the park, parkways, public grounds, public ways,
and other plans of the City under the control of the department shall be provided for by a special
levy of taxes. The money shall be paid from the City treasury when ordered by the board. (Ord.
No. 190-24, § 600-20, 11-13-90)

Sec. 5-15 Powers of the Board of Park Commissioners.

The Board shall have the power to perform all acts necessary to acquire and develop sites
and facilities and to conduct such programs as are generally understood to be park and recreation
functions. In addition, the Board shall have all the powers listed in Indiana Code, § 36-10-4, et
seg. (Ord. NO. 1990-24, § 600-25, 11-13-90)

Sec. 5-16 Budget and Gift Procedures.

The Board shall prepare and submit an annual budget in the same manner as other
departments of City government as provided by Indiana Code, § 36-4-7-6. The Board may
accept gifts, donations, and subsidiaries for park and recreation purposes. (Ord. No. 1990-24, §

No person shall be allowed to beg, tell fortunes or play at any game of chance or with any
instrument of gaming in any park. Gambling and playing cards in any form are prohibited in any
public park.

No person shall bring any intoxicating beverages into any public park, either for his own use
or for sale, or sell or give away the same.

Sec. 5-54 Swings on Trees Restricted.

No person shall attach a swing to any tree within any park without the consent of the
Superintendent.

Sec. 5-55 Intoxicated Persons Prohibited.
